Proposed Family Activities:

How about packing this book along with some refreshments and a blanket, finding
a beloved tree in nature, and reading the story there together. Afterwards, you
may enjoy collecting pine cones, tree bark, leaves, and more. When you return
home, you can use them to make a piece of artwork together.

 

You may want to snuggle up and look at the magnificent illustrations closely. Can
your child identify some familiar trees by their illustration?

 

After you finish reading the story, you may want to ask your child what they
think Giora will do now, and what will happen to the trees. Perhaps you would
enjoy writing up a creative follow-up to the story told, and illustrating it.

 

Baobab, loquat, Tamarisk, Pecan… Giora knows every tree by name. what kinds of
trees grow near your home? How can you identify them? How can you tell them
apart? You may want to take go tree-spotting together, learn about the trees
you see, and make an illustrated tree guide together.

 

How about taking a walk near your home? Are there any open spaces or
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dilapidated courtyards nearby? Perhaps you and some friends could clean them
up, and make them look nicer. You could even plant a community garden with
your neighbors.

 

Do you know any other stories or poems about trees (like Zuta and the Apple Tree
by Orit Raz, What’s it like to be a Tree? By Datia Ben Dor, The Abba Tree by
Devora Busheri, What Does it Take by Gianni Rodari)? You may want to look for
them at home or in the library, and read them together.
